Psalm 85: 1-2, 8-13

to the glory of your name. Amen.

The celebrant pronounces absolution, after which all stand.

Celebrant: The peace of the Lord be always with you.

People:

And also with you.

We share a sign of God'’s peace by a handshake with onr neighbours.
