Offertory Hymn 302 (s7z2all green book)
During the hymn the bread and wine are presented and an offering is taken to support the life and work of

this parish and the wider Church. Please sit when the hymmn is finished and remain seated until after the
Motet.

Offertory Sentence: The statutes of the Lord are right, and rejoice the heart; sweeter also than honey and
the honeycomb: moreover by them is thy servant taught.
