During the hymn the bread and wine are presented and an offering is taken to support the life and work of
this parish and the wider Church. Please sit when the hymmn is finished.

People:  The Lord receive this sacrifice at thy hands, to the praise and glory of his
holy name, to our benefit and that of all his holy Church.

The celebrant prays the Prayer over the Gifts.
The Great Thanksgiving (Music: Blue SMM Book No. 116)

Celebrant: The Lord be with you. People: And with thy spirit.

Celebrant: Lift up your hearts. People: We lift them up unto the Lord.
Celebrant: Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.

People: Itis meet and right so do to.

The celebrant continues to pray Eucharistic Prayer A. You may follow the text on page 143 in the
“Liturgies” section of the Blue SNMM Book.
